What day is the "Lord's Day"?

He is "Lord" of the Sabbath day and the Commandment itself says
it is "the Sabbath of the Lord."

We will worship God from Sabbath to Sabbath in the new earth.

There remains a "rest to the people of God."

Here are the patience of the saints, here are they that keep my commandments.
You are worthy, O Lord, to receive glory and honor and power.

Six days shall you gather it...Sabbath there will be none.
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1 Chron. 17:27 Whatever the Lord blesses, he blesses forever.

Isaiah 58:12, 13 Doing your pleasure on my holy day, call the Sabbath a delight.
John 4:24 The only safety is worshiping in spirit and in truth.

John 17:17 His word is truth.

How the Little Horn Changed God’s Law

Changing God’s law is unthinkable, and yet amazingly, Daniel predicted that this would be attempted by
the church in its apostasy. The Ten Commandments are the eternal reflection of the character of God.
They cannot be altered without changing God’s character. But praise God, He is unchangeable! Even
though the little horn power would think to change God’s law, the inescapable fact remains that God has
not changed it.

Only the Fourth Commandment, in which God commands people to keep the Sabbath day holy, deals
with time. People need to spend time every day with God in Bible study and prayer. If a deep personal
relationship with God is going to be formed, God says we need one day a week to spend in
contemplation of God and His blessings to us. It is like a marriage; if a husband and wife spend some
time together each day, they will develop a relationship, but their marriage and their relationship will
never be as deep as it is when they take an additional day each week to be together. The only way we can
get to know someone is to spend time with them, and the only way we can get to know God is to spend
quality time with God. The fourth Commandment performs a special function, because it ties time with
our relationship with God. If anyone obeys the Fourth Commandment as God intended and builds a solid
relationship with God, there will be little question about that person keeping the rest of the
commandments. It is not surprising, then, that Satan has attacked this commandment. He well knows
that if he can destroy a person’s relationship with God, that person will end up serving Satan. No wonder
God has warned us against this power that would think to change the times in the law, the one
Commandment that ties time to our relationship with God.

The Seventh Day

To discover which is the seventh day, one only has to take a quick look at the calendar to see that the

seventh day is the day we commonly call Saturday, not Sunday. Since the time of Christ there has been

only one major change in the calendar. This was the switch from the Julian to the Gregorian calendar in

1582. The Julian calendar had allowed too many leap years. As a result, the calendar was out of kilter

with the solar system. In order to rectify, ten days were dropped from the calendar in October of 1582.

(The weekly cycle was not broken)
