FACING THE JUDGMENT
WITH CONFIDENCE!

Acts 17:31 God has appointed a day when He will judge the world.

Revelation 14:6,7 Before Jesus comes a message is to go to the whole world saying:
"The Judgment Hour Is Come!"

2 Corinthians 5:10 Everyone in the whole world will have to appear before the
judgment seat when Jesus comes.

Ecclesiastes 11:9 God will bring you into judgment.

Daniel 7:9, 10 Daniel sees the judgment in session.

Romans 14:12 Each of us shall give an account unto God.

1 Peter 4:17 The time has come that the judgment must begin at the house of God.
Rev. 20:12, 13 John also sees the judgment in session.

THREE PARTS TO A JUDGEMENT:
1. INVESTIGATION:

Revelation 11:18,19; Rev. 14:6,7 - Takes place before Jesus comes.
Revelation 20:21 - Books are used in this phase of judgment.

Rev. 21:27 - The Book of Life has the names of the saved in it (Rev. 3:5).
Malachi 3:16, 17 - There's another book called The Book of Remembrance.
Psalm 50:4, 6 - God is the judge Himself.

2. VERDICT OR SENTENCE:

Revelation. 22:11, 12 - Only two sides, when Jesus comes. Every case is
decided.
NOTE: Jesus has reviewed every case in The Book of Life and has saved all

those who claimed His blood to cover their sins and who overcame sin
through His rightcousncss.



Rev. 20:4 - The saints, then, after Jesus comes pass judgment on the world.
1 Corinthians 6:2, 3 - The saints will judge the world and the fallen angels.
Rev. 15:2-4 - God will be declared just and true by the saints after His
judgments.

3 THE PUNISHMENT OR REWARD:

A. For the wicked - Revelation 20:15 - Hell-fire.
B. For the saints - John 14:1-3 - Heaven.

James 2:10-12 We are judged by our obedience to God's Ten-Commandment law.
Eccl. 12:13, 14 Keep the commandments, every work will be brought into
judgment.

Matthew 12:36,37 By our words we will be judged.
Hebrews 7:25 Christ wants to represent you in the judgment.

1John 1:9;2:1,2  Christ will represent you!

Philippians 2:10, 11 All will confess Jesus is Lord!

First Phase of the Final Judgment

Every person who has ever lived must face a full accounting of his life before God, the righteous
Judge. Millions have found the judgment news of the Bible thrilling and assuring. In the book of
Revelation, on four different occasions, mention of the judgment brings praise, Thanksgiving, and
rejoicing. The Bible refers to the judgment more than a thousand times. Almost every Bible writer
speaks of it. Its importance cannot be over emphasized.

“Judgment must begin at the House of God.” 1 Peter 4:17. “He that is unjust, let him be unjust still:
and he which if filthy, let him be filthy still: and he that is righteous, let him be righteous still: and he
that is holy, let him be holy still. And, behold, I come quickly; and my reward is with me, to give
every man according as his work shall be.” Revelation 22:11, 12

The judgment ends just before the second coming of Jesus. Those (living and dead) who claimed to
be Christians will be considered in the pre-advent judgment.

God the Father, the Ancient of Days, presides in the judgment. He loves you very much. (John
16:27). Satan is your only accuser. In the heavenly court, Jesus who loves you will be your attorney,
judge, and witness. He promises that “judgment will be given to the saints.” Daniel 7:22.

“The judgment was set, and the books were opened.” Daniel 7:10. “The dead were judged out of
those things which were written in the books, according to their works,” Revelation 20:12.
Evidence for court comes from books in which all details of one’s life are recorded. For the faithful,
the record of prayer, repentance, and forgiveness of sin will be there for all to see, The records will
prove that God’s power enables Christians to live changed lives.
