THE SEVEN LAST PLAGUES AND

ARMAGEDDON

God pronounces a blessing on all who heed the Revelation.

God sends out three messages to warn the world before He pours
out the seven last plagues. He also did this when He poured out
the first ten plagues on Egypt.

The people were to rest and worship God.

A call out of Egypt to serve God.

A warning of death.

Only those who are sealed and get the victory over the Beast

escape the plagues.

First plague, noisome and grievous sore. This exposes the false
miracle-workers who can't cure them (Revelation 13:14).
Second and third plagues of water turning to blood, God's saints
will have fresh water to drink (Isaiah 33:16).

Fourth plague of the sun scorching men - sun worship from
Babylon to the Christian - venerated Sunday will be punished.

Again God's saints are prdtected (Psalm 121:6).
Fifth plague of darkness. Men loved darkness rather than light.

The whole world is involved in the battle.

""Armageddon" in the Hebrew means ""Mount of the congregation."
Trinity of errors goes against the trinity of truth.

Cyrus is a type of Christ, the "Shepherd" - the "Anointed." He
conquered literal Babylon, and Christ will conquer Spiritual
Babylon in the Battle of Armageddon.

Cyrus came from the east. So will Jesus.

Christ comes to make war.

Revelation 19:12, 13 He is the "Word of God" - this decides the battle.

The armies are in heaven.

The sharp sword, God's truth (Hebrews 4:12) is what wins the Battle.

This is why He warns us of His coming and asks us to watch

during the plague of Armageddon.
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Revelation 16:17 The seventh last plague - God is on the throne, and says it is
done. Vs. 18-21, Jesus comes with a earthquake and hail stones

up to 65 pounds.
Job 38:22, 23 God has the hail already made.
Isaiah 32:18, 19 Again the saints are protected from the hail.
Psalm 46 This will be our prayer during this time.

1 Corinthians 10:11 Written for our admonition.

Exodus 20:12 Gave them my Sabbaths as a sign between them and me.

Matthew 24:27 As lightning comes from the east, flashes in the west so will the coming
of the Son of Man.

Psalm 91:4 Cover you with his feathers, under his wings shall you take refuge.

Television sometimes warns that sensitive people may find a certain program offensive.
Likewise, we must alert you that the contents of this lesson are not pleasant to ponder. The
lesson is, in fact, shocking. The seven plagues are horrible, grim, unnerving and upsetting. Most

would prefer to look the other way.

But God intended that we should soberly consider these awesome plagues, so He dedicated two
chapters of the book of Revelation to their presentation, and, in Revelation 1:3 He pronounced a
blessing upon all who take heed to the warnings and messages of the book. Certainly God would
not waste two chapters of His last message to the church on something non-essential. He

included the plagues for a very good reason.

God is loving, forgiving, caring, kind, patient and gracious beyond description. But people often
misunderstand His love. There is extreme danger in viewing God as a benevolent grandfather
who can see nothing wrong with His earthly grandchildren, no matter what they do. The death of
Jesus is proof that God does not count sin a small thing. It will be dealt with in no uncertain

terms. Its continued existence would jeopardize the universe.

God does draw lines. We had better understand this, He drew a line once in Egypt centuries ago
and sent ten devastating plagues upon the people. He is about to draw a line again. This time,
seven severe and terrible scourges will smite this earth and its people. The seven last plagues are
called the wrath of God.
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
