THE UNPARDONABLE SIN

Matthew 12:30 We're either 100 percent with Christ or against Him.
Matthew 12:31,32  The unpardonable sin is the sin against the Holy Spirit!

THE HOLY SPIRIT DOES THREE PRIMARY WORKS:
Number 1

John 16:13 Leads us to all truth which is:
A. Jesus (John 14:6).
B. The Word (John 17:17).
C. The Law (Psalm 119:142, 151).

2 Thess. 2:10-12 If we do not love and follow the "truth" the Holy Spirit leads us
to, we can not be saved.

Number 2

John 16:7, 8 The Holy Spirit reproves us of sin, judgment and righteousness.

Hosea 4:6 If we reject this knowledge, God rejects us.

John 3:19 We're condemned for staying in darkness once the light has come.

John 9:41 Sin is when we see the truth and the Spirit reproves us and we
refuse to obey (James 4:17).

1 John 3:4 Sin is the transgression of the law.

Hebrews 10:26,27  If we willfully sin after receiving the truth, there is no more
sacrifice for our sin. We commit the unpardonable sin.

Hebrews 6:4-6 If we have been enlightened through the Holy Spirit and God's
Word and we fall away; we crucify Christ and may begin to
commit the unpardonable sin.
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Number 3
1 Corinthians 12:13  The Holy Spirit leads us to baptism into ONE body of believers.

Ephesians 4:4, 5 One Lord, one faith, one baptism.
John 10:16 One fold and one shepherd.

A good example of the unpardonable sin is found in Acts 7:51. The Jewish
people resisted the Holy Spirit and committed the unpardonable sin. The main
reason was (verse 53) they would not keep God's law! It is the same today,
people allow the Holy Spirit to lead them part way, but resist God's law.

Revelation 21:8 At the top of the lost of people who would not be saved are the "fearful" and
"unbelieving." If we are to afraid to stand up for truth, we cannot enter the
kingdom of heaven.

Matthew 7:13, 14 The broad, easy way leads to destruction. The little, narrow way leads to life.

Ephesians 4:30 We are sealed by not grieving away God's Spirit as it leads us.

Bomber crews during World War II were terrified at the words “point of no return.” To pass this
point meant that their plane did not have enough fuel to return to their base. They had flown too far.
There was no turning back. What a tragedy! But there is something worse that can happen to a
person. It is far worse to come to the point of no return in your relationship with God. Yet, millions
are fast approaching this hopeless moment and don’t even realize it. It is possible that you are one of
them? What is this awful sin that takes one past the point of no return with God? What can’t God
forgive?

The sin God cannot forgive is “Blasphemy against the Holy Ghost.” But what is “blasphemy against
the Holy Ghost”? People have many different beliefs about this sin. Some believe it is murder;
some, cursing the Holy Ghost; some, committing suicide; some, killing an unborn child; some, denial
of Christ; some, a heinous, horrible, extremely wicked act; and others, worshiping a false god!

The Bible clearly says that all kinds of sin and blasphemy will be forgiven. So none of the sins listed
above is the sin that God cannot forgive. No single act of any kind is the unpardonable sin. Yes, it
sounds contradictory, but both of the following statements are true:

A. Any and every kind of sin and blasphemy will be forgiven.
B. The Blasphemy or sin against the Holy Ghost will not be forgiven.

Jesus made both statements in Matthew 12:31, so there is no error here. To harmonize the statements
we must discover the work of the Holy Ghost. By the way, the word “ghost” comes from “ghast,” the
Old English word for “spirit.”

The work of the Holy Spirit is to convict me of sin and to guide me into all truth. The Holy Spirit is

God’s agency for conversion. Without the Holy Spirit, no one feels sorrow for sin, nor is anyone ever
converted.
