THE ISSUE THAT DIVIDES THE WORLD

He that trusts in his own heart is a fool.

The time will come when people will not endure sound doctrine
and they will turn away from the truth.

The majority of Christians will be lost because they were
outwardly Christians, but they refused to do God's will.

God's will is having His law in your heart.
God's will is being instructed out of the law.

God has a problem with us, there's swearihg, lying, stealing, killing
and adultery. Why?

We have rejected knowledge and forgotten His law!
God wrote His law with His own finger.

Before Mt. Sinai, God's law existed as Abraham kept it.
The law of the Lord is perfect, converting the soul.
God's law is truth.

God's law is righteousness.

God's law is holy, just, and good.
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Matthew 5:17-19 Jesus said heaven and earth would pass before one jot or tittle could
pass from the law

Psalm 111:7, 8 His commandments are sure and stand forever and ever.

1 John 3:4 "Sin is the transgression of the law." We all agree we have sin in our
world, therefore we must have law (vs. 6, 9)!

Romans 4:15 If you have no law, you have no sin.

James 2:12 Who will be judged by the law of liberty?

Romans 3:31 Do we make void the law through faith? Certainly not! We establish the law.
Romans 3:20 Two important points:

A. No one is justified or saved by keeping the law. If you could be, you wouldn't
need Jesus. We are all saved by grace alone through faith in Jesus.

B. The purpose of the law is to give us a knowledge of what "sin" is.
James 1:23-25 The law is like a glass (mirror), it reveals sin. That's its purpose!
Exodus 20:3-17 God's law.

John 14:15, 16,21  If you love Jesus you will keep His commandments.

1 John 5:3 His commandments are not hard to keep - we keep them because we
love Jesus.

1 John 2:3, 4 Here's how we can know we know Jesus: If we keep His
commandments. If we don't, we are liars and do not have the truth.

Proverbs 28:9 If we turn away from hearing God's law, even our prayers are an
abomination.

James 2:19 It takes more than just "believing," the devils do that - we must also

be obedient if we love Jesus.

Revelation 14:12 The saints are commandment keepers.

Revelation 12:17 God's remnant people keep the commandments.
Revelation 22:14 Those who keep the commandments will go to heaven
Psalm 119:97 David's prayer is to be ours.

Ecclesiastes 12:13, 14 The conclusion of everything is to "fear God, and keep His

commandments," for cvery work will be brought into judgment.
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Yes, you are personally responsible unless you always uphold the law. If you violate any part of God’s
law or any other good law, you destroy confidence in the law and actually encourage criminal behavior.
Crime stalks the land today, and things will keep getting worse unless we do something about It. There is
only one hope for this undisciplined generation: We will have to take seriously the formula for human
happiness given by God — the Ten Commandments. Since such tremendous issues are involved, how
about taking a few minutes to solemnly consider your responsibility as you look over the amazing facts
presented? You just might be surprised.

Did God Himself really write the Ten Commandments?

Yes, the great God of heaven wrote the Ten Commandments on tables of stone with His own finger.
“And he gave unto Moses ... two tables of testimony, tables of stone, written with the finger of God.”
“And the tables were the work of God, and the writing was the finger of God, graven upon the tables.”
Exodus 31:18

What is God’s definition of sin?
“Sin is the transgression of the law.” 1 John 3:4

Sin is breaking God’s Ten Commandment law. And since the law of God is perfect (Psalm 19:7), it
covers every conceivable sin. It is impossible to commit a sin that is not condemned by at least one of
God’s Ten Commandments. The commandments cover “the whole duty of man.” Ecclesiastes 12:13.
Nothing is left out.

Why did God give us the Ten Commandments?

“He that keepeth the law, happy is he.” Proverbs 29:18 “keep my commandments: For the length of
days, and long life, and peace, shall they add to thee.” Proverbs 3:1, 2.

As a guide for happy, abundant living. God created us to enjoy happiness, peace, long life,
contentment, accomplishment, and all the other great blessings for which our hearts long. God’s law is
the road map that points out the right paths to follow in order to find this true, supreme happiness.

To show me the difference between right and wrong. God’s law is like a mirror (James 1:23-25). It
points out wrongdoing in my life as a mirror points out dirt on my face. The only possible way for a
person to know if he is sinning is for him to carefully check his life by the mirror of God’s law. Hope for
this mixed-up, sinking generation is found in God’s Ten Commandment law. It tells where to draw the
line!

To protect me from danger and tragedy. God’s law is like a strong cage at the zoo, which protects us
from fierce, destructive animals. It protects us from impurity, falsehood, murder, idolatry, theft, and
many other evils that destroy life, peace, and happiness. All good laws protect, and God’s law is no
exception.

Special Note: The eternal principles of God’s law are written deep in every person’s nature by the God who created us.
The writing may be dim and smudged, but it is still there. This means, of course, that you cannot find true peace unless
you are willing to live in harmony with your inner nature, upon which God has written these principles. We were created
to live in harmony with them. When we choose to ignore them, the result is always tension, unrest, and tragedy—just as
ignoring the rules for safe driving leads to serious trouble.
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
