Identifying the Antichrist Beast

“We have also a more sure word of prophecy; whereunto ye do well that ye take heed, as unto a
light that shineth in a dark place, until the day dawn, and the day star arise in your hearts:
Knowing this first, that no prophecy of the scripture is of any private interpretation. For the
prophecy came not in old time by the will of man: but holy men of God spake as they were
moved by the Holy Ghost.” (2 Peter 1:19-21

Whom shall he teach knowledge? and whom shall he make to understand doctrine? them that are
weaned from the milk, and drawn from the breasts. For precept must be upon precept. precept
upon precept; line upon line, line upon line; here a little, and there a little:” (Isaiah 28:9-10)

The Antichrist beast is identified in Scripture in Daniel 7 and Revelation 13.
You will be able to see clearly who the Antichrist really is but first,
you must understand the symbols used in Bible prophecy.

DEFINING SYMBOLS USED IN BIBLE PROPHECY.
Waters = Peoples, Multitudes, Nations, and Tongues

And he saith unto me, The waters which thou sawest, where the whore sitteth, are peoples, and
multitudes, and nations, and tongues.” (Revelation 17:15)

Wind = War or conflict

And upon Elam will I bring the four winds from the four quarters of heaven, and will scatter
them toward all those winds; and there shall be no nation whither the outcasts of Elam shall not
come. For I will cause Elam to be dismayed before their enemies, and before them that seek their
life: and I will bring evil upon them, even my fierce anger, saith the LORD; and I will send the
sword after them, till I have consumed them:” (Jeremiah 49:36-37)
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Beasts - Kings or Kingdoms

“These great beasts, which are four, are four kings, which shall arise out of the earth.”
(Daniel 7:17)

Woman - Church

“For I am jealous over you with godly jealousy: for I have espoused you to one husband, that I may
present you as a chaste virgin to Christ.” (2 Corinthians 11:2)

“Husbands, love your wives, just as Christ also loved the church and gave Himself for her, This is a
great mystery, but I speak concerning Christ and the church.” (Ephesians 5:25, 32)

Fornication - Apostasy or leaving true religion

“The beginning of the word of the LORD by Hosea. And the LORD said to Hosea, Go, take unto
thee a wife of whoredoms and children of whoredoms: for the land hath committed great
whoredom, departing from the LORD.” (Hosea 1:2)

Drunk - Deceived

“Wine is a mocker, strong drink is raging: and whosoever is deceived thereby is not wise.”
(Proverbs 20:1)

Wine - False Doctrines

“And there came one of the seven angels which had the seven vials, and talked with me, saying unto
me, Come hither; I will shew unto thee the judgment of the great whore that sitteth upon many
waters: With whom the kings of the earth have committed fornication, and the inhabitants of the
earth have been made drunk with the wine of her fornication.” (Revelation 17: 1-2)

Day - Year

“After the number of the days in which ye searched the land, even forty days, each day for a year,
shall ye bear your iniquities, even forty years, and ye shall know my breach of promise.” (Numbers
14:34)

“And when thou hast accomplished them, lie again on thy right side, and thou shalt bear the iniquity
of the house of Judab forty days: I have appointed thee each day for a year.” (Ezekiel 4:6)

Can you see how easy it is to begin to understand Bible prophecy by letting the scriptures themselves
provide you with the interpretation and definition of the symbols used?

Now let’s look and both Daniel 7 and Revelation 13 to see who the Antichrist beast is.

First let’s look at him in Daniel.



Daniel 7:2, 3 Daniel 7 pictures four beasts coming up out of the sea, Daniel 7:2-7.

The BEAST REPRESENT KINGDOMS, Daniel 7:23, and the sea or
WATER REPRESENTS PEOPLE, or a populated area. Revelation 17:15.
Since the four winds of heaven were stirring up the sea, these nations rose up
as a result of wars.

Dan. 7:17, 23 Bible commentators agree that these beast represent the FOUR WORLD

KINGDOMS. The prophecy of the image of Daniel 2 also mentions these
same four kingdoms. Even a novice in history will see that these beast do
indeed fit history perfectly.

The LION, the first beast, verse 4 represents BABYLON, 606-538 BC.
God uses a lion to symbolize Babylon in Jeremiah 4:7 and Jeremiah 51:38.
Frescoes from Babylon, discovered by archeologist, depict winged lions to
represent the kingdom—probably the same as Daniel saw in vision.

The BEAR, the second beast, verse 5, represents MEDO-PERSIA (538-33 1 BC)
which came up on one side because Persia was more powerful than the Medes,
The Three ribs, most likely, represent the three kingdoms that Medo-Persia
overcame as she rose to power: Babylon, Lydia and Egypt.

The LEOPARD, the third beast, verse 6, depicts GREECE (331-168 BC.)
The wings represents the speed with which Alexander the Great conquered,
Habakkuk 1:6-8; Jeremiah 4:13. The FOUR HEADS are the FOUR PARTS
into which Alexander’s empire was divided by his generals when he died.
The generals were Cassander, Lysimachus, Seleucuc and Ptolemy.

The fourth terrible NON-DESCRIPT BEAST, verse 7 with iron teeth represents
ROME (168 BC-476 AD.) The iron teeth fit the symbol. Rome is called the iron
monarchy.

The TEN HORNS on the non-descript beast represent the ten kingdoms into

which Rome was divided by the barbarian tribes which carved up the empire,

(Daniel 7:17,23,24.) They are:

Anglo-Saxons (England) Franks (France) *Heruli

Alamanni (Germans) Lombards (Italy)  *Vandals

Burgundians (Switzerland)  Suevi (Portugal) ~ *Ostrogoths

Visigoths (Spain)
*Heruli (destroyed in 493),
*Vandals (destroyed in 534),
*QOstrogoths (destroyed in 538).
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
